person of deep faith, quiet strength, and integrity. He pursued 

many passions with excellence: his family, Scottish heritage, 

science, painting, reading, hiking, martial arts, travel, and 

community service. I was fortunate indeed to have worked 

closely with Andrew through his developmental years from the 

time he was an architectural student. He was a dear friend and 

is deeply missed.

The Skies of Blue Arts Prize, of which there will be two, will be 

awarded to a full-time student in any year of study who inspires 

others and enriches the Crandall community with a creative 

contribution to campus life through theatre, music, writing, or 

the visual arts. An eligible student may be one who captures 

campus life through the eye of a camera; forms 

and leads a vocal group; writes and performs a 

short history of Crandall; creates a sketchbook 

of student activities; or creates an artistic 

display on campus.

As an architect, I have been blessed with the 

opportunity of working with the enlightened 

leaders of the Crandall community in bringing 

forward the dream of a new campus on the 

Colburne farm property. In my observation, 

this is a place where students learn to think 

of others and make a difference in the world.
